APPENDIX 2 (from EFIM Bye-Laws)

Selection of Venue for EFIM European Congresses
Summary of the recommendations of the `Congress and Scientific Working Group’,   approved by the Administrative Council in London, February 1997.

National Societies wishing to host a joint European Congress with EFIM would be required to submit the following for consideration by the Executive committee:

1.  Written support of the national society hosting the meeting:

· How large is the local population of internists?

· How is the specialty organised in the country?

· What is the estimate of the domestic participation in the meeting?

· Will the meeting be held in conjunction with or separately from the national society?

2.  Name of the President of the Congress:

· A CV is needed, including experience in organising meetings

3.  Selection of the city:

· What congress facilities are available?

· What are the hotel facilities (number of beds/prices)?

· How accessible is the meeting site (airports, trains)?

4.  Can support of the local pharmaceutical industry be expected?

5.  Who will be the organiser of the meeting?

· A professional conference organiser will normally be required, the choice being agreed jointly by the local society and the EFIM Executive council.
· Please note that as from 2014, cooperation with a core PCO on defined items might be required
6.  Other financial aspects:

· The Congress President and his/her National Society would, with the congress organiser, be prepared to take the full risk of any potential deficit.

· As a consequence, the National Society is expected to receive 50% of the potential profit, the other 50% remaining with EFIM
