2. Elections rules (bye laws)

1. The first Vice-President will normally succeed the President at the end of the 2 year period of office, as laid down in the EFIM statutes.

2.
 The election of the officers serving on the Executive Committee will be made by the Administrative Council every 2 years or in the case of the opening of a position, as laid down in the EFIM Statutes. Usually a new officer will be elected into the Executive Committee as a member with no specific function; after one or two years he may become elected into one of the specific positions of the Committee (Vice-president, Secretary, Treasurer). The Secretary and the Treasurer can be re-elected to further terms of 2 years, up to a maximum of 8 years. 

3.
Nominations (duly proposed and seconded) for each of these positions should be sent in writing to the secretary not less than 4 weeks (28 days) before the date when the Administrative Council will meet, having first obtained the agreement of the candidate. The names of all candidates will be circulated to all members of the Administrative Council in advance of the meeting.

4.
Voting will be made by ballot by those present at the meeting of the Administrative Council, each member country being entitled to two votes. Written
 proxy votes may be used for the first ballot, providing one delegate from that member country is present.

5.
Where there are two candidates for one of the posts, the election will be by simple majority. A ballot should still be undertaken when only one candidate is standing, with approval again on a simple majority. 

6.
If there are more than two candidates for a post, there must be a second ballot unless one of the candidates secures more than half the votes. In the second ballot only the two candidates with the most votes will be considered; the choice will then be decided by a simple majority of those present (no proxy votes allowed).

7. The votes will be counted by the Secretary and verified by an ordinary member of the Administrative Council, appointed by agreement of those present, and duly recorded in the minutes of the Administrative Council.
